Free COVID-19 
testing at YourTown 

Health

YourTown Health, a net-
work of  seven community 
health centers, is now offer-
ing COVID-19 testing at all 
of its locations at no charge. 
This includes both antigen 
a nd r apid  P CR te st s .  No 
i n su r a nce  i s  ne e de d ,  a nd 
Spanish-speaking providers 
are available. The purpose of 
the program is to help alle-
v iate the cur rent dema nd 
linked to CDC reports citing 
the recent rise in COVID-19 
emergency department visits, 
hospitalizations and deaths.

Testing is free and does not 
require an appointment. If a 
patient is positive, YourTown 
starts the patient on Pax-
lovid at no cost. For a list of 
YourTown Health locations, 
visit www.YourTownHealth.

ATL A N TA — Coro-
ners in Georgia would 
receive hefty pay raises 
under legislation that 

cleared a state Senate 
committee Tuesday.

House Bill 625 would 
upgrade coroner to a 
full-time position and 
set a range of salaries, 
depending on the pop-
ulation of the county 

they serve.
The minimum salary 

for coroners would be 
$35,000 a year. Mini-
mum salaries would go 
much higher for coro-
ners in the largest coun-
ties that use coroners. 

Under current law, cor-
oner s  i n  m a ny cou n-
ties earn no more than 
$3,600 annually.

D e p u t y  c o r o n e r s 
would be paid $250 for 
each case they handle, 
up  f r om t he  c u r r ent 

$175.
" W e ' r e  n o t  t r y -

i n g  t o  put  a  bu r den 
o n  c o u n t i e s ,"  s t a t e 
R ep .  D a n ny M ath i s , 
R-Cochran, told mem-
bers of the Senate Eco-
n o m i c  D e v e l o p m e n t 

and Tourism Commit-
t e e  Tu e s d ay.  " W h a t 
we're tr y ing to do is 
compensate people in 
these positions who are 
competent."

State Senate panel passes bill giving coroners big raises
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
